Foreword

This is the second publication of a petroglyph site on the Kola Peninsula in NW Russia by members of the Kola archaeological
expedition of the Institute for the History of Material Culture of the Russian Academy of Sciences, in St.Petersburg. Like the former
publication on the petroglyphs at Kanozero in 2012, the aim is to present Calmn-Varré, here dated to 4000-2000 BC, in great detail
for anybody who desires to study the site. The Russian and English texts will reach a wide international audience in the research to
understand north Eurasian rock art in relation to hunter-gatherer populations. The last part of the book, a photo gallery, gives a good
presentation of the panels and the petroglyphs themselves.

The site is not easily accessible and few will experience the petroglyphs in situ and the changing seasonal contexts that might add
some understanding about what they might have meant for those who made and used them. No text can replace that experience, but
gives insight about the history of research and methods of documentation. The main thrust is focused on describing the individual
figures, the compositions and the totality of each of the 10 panels along the shores of the Ponoy river. The figures, - zoomorphs,
anthropomorphs, hoofs, “geometric” figures, cup-marks and vague/indecisive figures — , are presented by drawings and photographs
including the smallest pecked marks and all in scale. The authors also point out morphological similarities to figures in other regions
of northernmost Europe. Even though there is no sites in northernmost Eurasia identical to Calmn-Varré in absolute and relative
figurative morphology and content, as well as location, the figures themselves fall within the general repertoire of northern rock art.
But as a whole Calmn-Varré is unique like so many of the other sites in the north. As such, the book is a valuable addition to the
increasing numbers of databases of rock art in northernmost Europe and is a welcome and significant addition to the literature that
will inspire and form the basis for future research.

Historical background

The first 6 stones with carved figures near the village Ivanovka
were discovered in 1973 by Vladimir Shumkin during the
archaeological survey of the river Ponoy [IIymxmu 1973;
Shumkin 1990; 2000]. Investigation and documentation of the
site were made by Nina Gurina in 1974-77 [Iypuna 1974;
1977]. For the first time in our archaeology, "a new technique
for obtaining exact copies was applied — the making of matrix
negatives using thiokol AM-05 mastic with fixation by catalyst
paste" [[ypuma 1977: 15]. However, the technique was
imperfect and the remains of the mastic can still be seen on the
stones, just like the numbers of stones written in red paint.

The publication of the site prepared by Nina Gurina in 1989
[Gurina 2005: 6] was not of fine quality: the drawings of only 4
stones, the drawings of assemblages on stones and individual
figures were very schematic, without scale, not all figures were
drawn, photographs of the matrix negatives were used instead
of real carvings, etc. It was never accepted for printing and the
site remained unpublished for a long time, not counting the
scattered copies of the Calmn-Varré petroglyphs in various
papers [for example, Shumkin 1990; 2000]. Fortunately, the
manuscript was translated into English and published by Anne
Stalsberg, although in unfinished form [Gurina 2005].

In 1989, another 4 stones with carvings were found [Shumkin
2000: 219].

In 2014-2017 the authors investigated the site and prepared a
new documentation of the rock carvings of Calmn-Varré
[Konmakos 2014; 2016]. Comparing Gurina's documentation
with ours, one cannot help noticing substantial differences.
Even the number of figures in Gurina’s work is 121 on 6 stones
[Gurina 2005: 19]. We have 279 on 6 stones and 287 on 10.

Methods of surveying and recording

Only on stone No. 1 all images are clear. On other stones a
great part of carvings are difficult to distinguish. Therefore, the
identification of carvings was carried out by investigating the
surfaces of the stones in different modes of illumination,
including at night with lights and under an opaque plastic. The
latter method has become generally accepted in the previous
decade as the most efficient and simple [cf. Gjerde 2010:
68-69]. Moreover, plastic makes it possible to take photos of
the petroglyphs that are difficult to photograph using usual
methods.

Petroglyphs were documented according to the method
developed by the Kola Expedition in the course of the study of
Kanozero petroglyphs, which has been underway since 1999
[Kommakos, IymxmH 2012: 9-12]. It consists of slight tracing
of the contours of figures with chalk [cf. Hallstrom 1938: 15;
1960: xiv], frottage, photographs, general plans, brief
descriptions of figures and their pecking techniques. Chalked
figures are photographed with a digital camera in an
orthogonal projection with a scale. The contours of carvings
are traced by these photographs in the AutoCAD program.

Completed drawings were compared with original carvings
and corrected. Slight tracing of figures with chalk allows a
group of researchers to discuss the correctness of drawing and
clarify unclear details right on the spot. All stones with
carvings were traced 2-3 times. Moreover, stones No. 5 and
No. 6 were traced even more times by different people. Only
after that a "final" drawing was created, suitable for publication
and further processing of images.

Neither graphite frottage nor the most sophisticated modern
photographs record rock carvings themselves. They are not a
documentation sufficient enough. Numerous cracks, scars and
gaps in the rock, as well as damage to the engravings
themselves, palimpsests, and other problems lead to the fact
that it is impossible to distinguish artificial depressions from
natural ones on graphite tracings and photographs [cf. Bprocos
1937: 179; Gjerde 2010: 72]. Frottage and photos are only very
important additions to the drawing. Furthermore, they can
serve as methods to search for and investigate unclear images.

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The site & the stones

The site is located in the center of the Kola Peninsula, 30 km
south-east of the village of Krasnoschelie, in the middle
reaches of the Ponoy River, on its right bank, on the north-
eastern edge of the village Ivanovka (in 2016 only one family
lived permanently in the village). The Sami name of the place
is Calmn-Varré, which in one of the translations means "black
eye", in the other — a forest hill (from which reindeer are
looked out) [Konbckas sHumkmonenus|.

The carvings were found on 10 separate large boulders, which
are a part of a vast kurum, partially covered with grass and
bushes. The stones with the images do not differ from the
surrounding boulders. Stones with petroglyphs are located in
the floodplain and on the edge of the first terrace, at a distance
from 0 (stone No. 1) to 50 m (stone No. 6) from the water's
edge in the river. The distance between the outermost stones
No. 1 and No. 6 is 130 m. The rest are located side by side or
between them along a shallow arc (close to a straight line) bent
towards the river.

When we reached Calmn-Varré in September 2014, it turned
out that all the stones, except for No. 1 (at the lowest level) and
No. 6 (at the highest level), were covered with soil because of
spring floods and overgrown with grass. It was not easy to find
them. The stones were completely cleared and washed by our
team.

The surface of most of the stones is considerably eroded and a
number of carvings is hardly distinguishable. Some of them are
completely destroyed, as a result of flaking and complete
destruction of the surface. The exception is stone No. 1, which
has a well polished surface and, accordingly, sharp edges of the
pecked figures, because it is situated on the water level in the
Ponoy River and used as a pier for boats when the water is low.
It is not inwashed by river sediments during floods, it is not
overgrown by grass and lichens do not settle on it.

There are 287 figures on 10 stones in Calmn-Varré according
to our documentation, although this calculation is rather
arbitrary. In fact, this is the quantity of numbers of figures on
the drawings. Most of the original figures and compositions (as
well as obscure figures) are on stone No. 5, which in 1988 was
taken from its original place and is currently in the exibition at
the Museum of History, Culture and Life of the Kola Saami in
the village of Lovozero. In total, there are 155 figures on this
stone. On the stone No. 9, the only figure of the zoomorph is
probably a modern carving (there are other stones with clearly
modern carvings that we do not consider). After the discovery
of the rock carvings in Calmn-Varré, "many people, both local
and visitors, as well as tourists tried to peck out something on
the stones “with a chisel the same deer and dogs, and indeed
everything that jumped to their minds™ [CumonoBckas] [see
also Shumkin 1990: 60 fig. 7, 3].

Rock carving techniques

Rock carving techniques

The study of the techniques used to peck the Ponoy
petroglyphs is still at the very beginning. In 2016, we prepared
contact copies of fragments of some figures that look
promising for a traceological investigation. At the same time,
the study of obtained copies using modern technical methods
takes time, especially since without studying the same copies
from other rock art sites, it will not be possible to consider the
achieved results as reliable. Therefore, the results of a visual
study of the pecking technique outlined in this chapter are
inevitably preliminary and incomplete. As with Kanozero
petroglyphs, we can make conclusions about the technique of
pecking only by the nature of the surface and the profile of the
carvings. All variants are recorded in the photos in this
chapter.

The stones on which petroglyphs are carved differ in their
surface. With the exception of stone No. 1, they have
undergone conspicuous natural weathering. The surfaces with
carvings are rough, cracked and chipped. Stone No. 1 has the
best surface. The surface with carvings of this stone is hard and
polished. Its difference in quality from other stones is
explained, apparently, by the fact that it is located at the water's
edge in Ponoy river and is used as a pier. As a result, the
surface of the stone is often washed by water, but at the same
time it is not covered by flood sediments like other stones.
Lichens almost do not grow on it. This is probably also due to
the fact that people often walk over the stone. It can be
assumed that during the creation of petroglyphs other stones
had the same surface as stone No. 1 now.

The depth of most carvings is 2-3 mm, sometimes reaching 5
mm. The deepest ones — cup-marks on the stone No. 5 - up to
6 mm.

The profiles of the carvings can be divided into three types:

1) oval - the bottom surface of the carving is oval in cross
section and gradually turns into the side walls,

2) flat - the bottom surface of the carving is flattened in cross
section, often rough at the same time, and smoothly passes
into the side gentle walls,

3) oval-flat - the bottom surface of the carving is flattened in
the cross-section, at one direction gradually turns into the side
wall, and to the other it bends to the natural stone surface.

The surface of all carvings has been notably smoothed out. At
the same time, it is not completely flat, which speaks in favor
of the natural origin of this grinding. The edges of carvings are
also smoothed. Even on stone No. 1, which looks best
preserved - with clear boundaries of figures on a glossy
surface, the edges of carvings have a pronounced rounded
profile. Therefore, the traces of tools that were used for
pecking surely must be partially destroyed.

Pecking

On the surface of carvings there are roundish depressions with
a diameter of 2-4 mm and a depth of about 1 mm, spaced
from each other at a distance close to the size of the
depressions themselves or more. They are best distinguished
on stone No. 1 and, especially, on the unfinished zoomorphic
figure cvln8.

The only figure on stone No. 9 is not more than 1 mm deep
and its surface is rather light, as if it is a fresh carving.
However, a lot of pieces of mastic remained on the stone,
which was used to copy images in the 1970s. Therefore, it
cannot be excluded that the lightening of the carving occurred
as a result of the making of the contact copy. But, moreover,
the figure of a zoomorph on stone No. 9 is typologically
different from other zoomorphs of Chalmn-Varre and looks
like an imitation of them. Most likely, it was pecked out
recently. At the same time, of all the figures, this one is covered
with lichens to the greatest extent.

In this case, for
3 figures, one can still see the image of an elk chin-tuft, and for
19 - a stylized image of a hanging lower lip, characteristic of an
elk. Among these latter, we can distinguish 9 figures with a
pronounced humpback muzzle, also characteristic of an elk.

The hoof marks that we note are relatively small and their
selection among many small spots and damage on the stone
No. 5 cannot be considered reliable. It is possible that their
horseshoe-shaped form is accidental, especially since there is
not a single undoubted footprint of an animal in Calmn-Varré.

"ABSTRACT" FIGURES (9)

Of the "abstract” figures, 2 are worthy of attention: such as a
dot inside an oval, which, by analogy with the Kanozero
petroglyphs, may be a sign of a vulva.

Typology

The following combinations of figures are considered as
compositions in the context of this book.

1. Figures connected to each other.

2. Neighboring figures, located relatively to each other in such
a way and having such forms that their occurrence in one
scene does not cause doubts.

3. Figures located geometrically regular.

In some cases, compositions stand out confidently, but
sometimes they can be determined differently. This applies
particularly to stone number 5, on which most definable
figures are somehow connected with each other or overlap
each other. Therefore, we will consider different options for the
definition of compositions. This is also the reason that the
number of compositions and their types can be calculated in
different ways, and the quantitative data presented in the table
represent some of the least controversial "average" variant.

As a matter of fact, each stone, on which there are several
figures, is a separate composition. Zoomorphs are generally
located chaotically. At the same time, within the total cluster of

zoomorphs, one can usually distinguish pairs and triples lined
up.

Anthropomorph & zoomorph (5)

Anthropomorph and zoomorph(s) overlapping or
connected to each other. This composition exists both
by itself and is included as an element in more complex
compositions. The overlay of the figures was used as a
technique to designate their special connection. Since
such combinations of figures form explicit compo-
sitions, at least in some cases, we have no reason to
automatically regard the lower and upper figures as
carved in different chronological stages of the life of
the site. In addition, it is not always possible to
determine the sequence of overlapping carvings.

On stone No. 1 two such compositions are combined
into one pair. Moreover, this combination is achieved
by pecking out two lines, - less deep than main figures,
- connecting the second anthropomorph with two
zoomorphs.

3 or 4 zoomorphs are superimposed on an anthropo-
morphic figure on stone No. 6.

On stone No. 2 anthropomorph and zoomorph are close to
each other and there are no more pronounced figures on this
stone. However, they are located on different faces of the stone
and can only be perceived as a pair in the drawing. Therefore,
they are not considered of the same level as the listed five
compositions.

A small zoomorph between hind legs and body of a
larger zoomorph. Included in another large composi-
tion of a birth of a zoomorph by a human.

A birth of a zoomorph by a wooman (2)

An anthropomorph with marked female breast and a
zoomorph between its legs. If one of these compositions is
complicated only by zoomorph(s) on the left hand of a female
figure, then the second one is included in a complex multi-
figure composition literally twisted around a central female
figure. Anthropomorphs and zoomorphs in it are located more
or less symmetrically on either side of the central female
figure, as it were, in a circle in the direction from the head to
the feet. In this circle, there is also a composition of a birth of a
zoomorph by a zoomorph. In addition, this composition may
include a single image of a snake.

Love (1)
A pair of anthropomorphs turned their legs to each
other, one of which with a phallus, the other has
emphasized female breasts and legs pointing up and
bent in knees. The female figure is superimposed on a
zoomorph, and the other zoomorph overlaps the male
figure. This composition includes an obscure
anthropomorphic figure, which, together with the
second zoomorph, can represent a birth of a zoomorph
by an anthropomorph.

A group of anthropomorphs (1)

Three anthropomorphs in contact with each other:
one with phallus, the second one with a vulva and a
female breast, the third one with no attributes of sex.
In this composition there are also obscure figures,
damaged or overlapped, which may be two more
anthropomorphs.

Copulation of dogs (1)

Two zoomorph turned to each other by tails and
connected by a line at the level of the bodies. Of
course, due to the strong stylization of zoomorphic
figures mentioned above, it is impossible to say for sure
if it is dogs that are depicted in this composition. An

Typology

Typology:
Comparison with the rock art of the
Northern Europe

Rock carving sites can be compared with each other in at least
three directions: 1) figures themselves, 2) certain attributes of
figures of one category and/or different ones, 3) compositions.
At the same time, it makes sense to assess the similarity of
Calmn-Varré with other sites only within two categories —
anthropomorphs and zoomorphs, since other categories of
figures in Calmn-Varré are almost not represented.

The comparison of anthropomorphs and zoomorphs of
Calmn-Varré with other sites shows that the similarity between
them exists only on the most general level: on the level of
similarity of all the rock art sites of Fennoscandia as a whole.
On this level, in Calmn-Varré the following indicators can be
considered similar to other sites: strong stylization of
zoomorphic figures, their depiction in profile, without horns,
usually without species attributes, the zoomorph’s legs can be
shown as one fore and one hind legs, as well as a schematic
single-lined anthropomorphic figures that can be found on
other sites.

Only the "demon"” figure (an anthropomorphic figure en face, a
rectangular body, a rectangular head on a long neck, legs bent
in knees and feet directed outwards, arms bent in elbows and
forearms raised, fingers spread) from the stone No. 1 finds
relatively close analogies with the "demons" of Kanozero and
Lake Onego [Kommakos 2015; Kolpakov 2015].

Among the compositions, of course, the type of
anthropomorph and zoomorph (implied elk or deer) finds the
greatest number of analogies. On the one hand, it is not
specific and is present in different versions on a number of
sites of rock art of the Northern Fennoscandia. On the other
hand, in Calmn-Varré, it is clearly distinguished by the fact
that the zoomorph(s) is superimposed on or connected to the
anthropomorph, while on other sites this type of composition
is represented as "anthropomorph near zoomorph".

Typology

Love

The love composition finds the closest analogies on Kanozero.
It is there that there are pairs of anthropomorphs of different
sex with highlighted sexual attributes and turned their legs to
each other. The composition in Calmn-Varré differs from
Kanozero in that the figures are arranged not symmetrically
along one line, but at an angle, and in that the legs of the
female figure are raised up and bent in knees. Another similar
composition is in Namforsen.

Copulation of dogs
The composition of copulation of dogs, which is present only in
Alta, in the Kéfjord and Storsteinen localities, is a completely
unexpected phenomenon against the background of noticeable
uniqueness of Calmn-Varré because this type of composition is
itself exceptional.

It is nevertheless necessary to point out that in Vingen there is
a pair of zoomorphs in the same posture, but the figures
themselves are no different from a number of other Vingen's
zoomorphs, which are quite reliably interpreted as images of
deer.

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Conclusions & dating

In connection with the question of the dating and internal
chronology of Calmn-Varré will have to cite a long quotation
from publications thirty years ago.

"According to the technical and stylistic features, two
noncontemporaneous layers of images are outlined. The first
(stone 1 and 2) is characterized by a more realistic and simple
reflection of the image of the beast, made by continuous deep
pecking. These are deer having one pair of legs. Two human
figures are also presented, one of which has a three-horn
headdress. There is an attempt to show a primitive
compositional relationship of individual images (in particular,
anthropomorphic and animal ones) by connecting them with a
solid carving line. Some analogies with these figures can be
found among the petroglyphs of the Lake Onego (Peri Nos)
and, based on archaeological and geomorphological data, refer
them to the final stage of the Neolithic epoch, date to the end
of the 3rd millennium BC.

Late images (stones 3-6) represent complicated and noticeably
schematized images. Certain differences are observed, which
are expressed in less deep pecking, the "quadrupeds” of the
deer and the elaboration of the methods of depicting people.
Some of them are likely to carry more meaning. Composite
relationships of individual figures are more diversified. In
general, this layer, belonging to the epoch of the early metal (II
millennium BC), more distinctive" [IIymxun 1990: 40-41;
Shumkin 1990: 55; Gurina 2005: 72-73].

From the standpoint of a more thorough study of Calmn-Varré
petroglyphs, these conclusions appear to be unfounded (in the
1970s only relatively well-visible carvings were recognized).
Firstly, the carvings on the No. 1 stone are not deeper than on
No. 5 and No. 6 stones. They look more clear due to the good
preservation of the stone's surface. The technique of pecking,
as far as can be judged now, is the same on all stones. Secondly,
four-legged zoomorphs are also on stone No. 1, as well as two-
legged zoomorphs are on stones Nos. 3-6. One can discuss
their place among other figures on each stone: on the edge, in
the center, the connection with other figures, etc., but any
undoubted features in their location are not visible. By the way,
there is also a unique Ponoy technique of "oval-shaped" limbs
or ears on stones Nos. 1-6 (on which there are more than 5
figures). It is absent in the documentation of N.N. Gurina at
all. Thirdly, the similarity with the Onego petroglyphs exists
only at the level of similarity in general of all rock carvings of
North Fennoscandia, but no more. Therefore, there is no
reason to transfer the dating (probably correct, but is not well-
grounded) of the Onego petroglyphs to Calmn-Varre.

Petroglyphs of Calmn-Varré

Typology

The Calmn-Varré petroglyphs have the most similarity with
the Kanozero petroglyphs, which are geographically closest to
them. At the same time, there is one typologically unique
connection with the Alta petroglyphs. This exists against the
background of the basic originality of the assemblage of rock
carvings of Calmn-Varré in a whole. However, the resemblance
to Kanozero does not consist in a close resemblance of the
types of figures and types of compositions (a similar type of
figures is only a demon, a similar type of compositions is one —
love, represented in Calmn-Varré by just one scene). The
similarity is observed in several stylistic techniques:

1) the depiction of a belly in the form of a thickening
on the single-lined body (there is also in Alta),

2) the designation of a female breast by an unpecked
dot or a pair of dots on a carved body,

3) the designation of a vulva by a circle (dot) and a
circle inscribed in a circle,

4) ring-shaped heads of anthropomorphs (there is also
in Alta),

5) heads with a "face".

It makes sense to evaluate these elements of similarity only
against the background of similarities and differences of the
rock art sites of the Northern Fennoscandia. They show
enough variety. There are sites with similar images, and there
are sites that are clearly different from all the others. For
example, there are no such zoomorphs (deer?), as in Glosa in
Sweden, anywhere else. The similarity of certain types of
figures or individual elements is found between different
pairs/triples of sites, but at the same time it is rather chaotic.
On this background, an unambiguous interpretation of
individual similarities between Calmn-Varré petroglyphs and
Kanozero is hardly possible. The similarity between them in
the shown elements could arise both due to the contacts of
their creators and independently from each other. Direct
contacts are doubtful here, since there is no similarity between
figures and there is only one similar composition.

At the same time, the assemblage of petroglyphs of Calmn-
Varré as a whole fits into the overall picture of the rock art of
the Northern Fennoscandia. A lot of zoomorphs which mean
elk and deer and anthropomorphs next to them are the basic
repertoire of rock carvings in this part of Europe. Even the
uniqueness of the Calmn-Varré petroglyphs fits into the same
overall picture. By the way, Calmn-Varré is included in the
"eastern zone" of rock art, in which there are almost no
contour carvings, but only silhouette ones.

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On this background, the composition of a birth of a zoomorph
by a female anthropomorph is quite unusual, as is the
symmetrical composition around one of these scenes - the
only one of its kind. Moreover, this type of composition,
presented only in Calmn-Varré, has no analogies in the rock
art. However, it has analogies in Sami mythology. It can be
associated with the legend of Myandash, a deer-man, who
according to one of the versions was born by a woman or a
she-deer in the guise of a woman [Yapromyckmit 1966; 1972].
Of course, this does not at all prove the connection of the
Calmn-Varré petroglyphs with the Sami culture. Suffice it to
say that the Saami have not preserved the historical memory of
the rock carvings or the special meaning of this place, although
a Sami cemetery is located half a kilometer from the stones
with petroglyphs.

There is no other data besides typology for the dating of
petroglyphs pecked on boulders lying on the surface. As noted
above, Kanozero has the largest number of elements similar to
those of Calmn-Varré. There is nothing else to do but to
transfer the general wide dating of Kanozero to Calmn-Varré —
4-2 thousands BC, although Kanozero itself is still dated
typologically by similarity with rock carvings of Vyg
[Konmaxos, Ilymkun 2012: 350]. Of course, such dating has
weak grounds.
